The stress
of shipping them had shrunk them
to under 50#. Also, ewes nursing
lambs could not be shipped.
Several had lambed in quarantine.
| had agreed to buy all the left
overs. | really think these were the
best sheep in the shipment. |
purchased 37 head. One
particularly good group was the
ewe lambs from the University of
the Virgin Islands. They were very
young and didn't make weight.
These were a great foundation for
my flock. In the mid 2000’s |

purchased all the USU ewe lambs
for two years (77 in total) and all
were RR. The two groups made a
great combination.
